WHO:  All candidates requesting certification are required by Discipline to complete psychological testing.  In addition, those persons seeking full connection shall again complete psychological testing.  Please note that the psychological report must be complete and in the candidate’s file before the candidate is eligible to be interviewed.

WHEN:  We are pleased to announce that we are ready to fully implement "decentralized" psychological testing procedures. Each District Office can now conduct its own psychological testing on its preferred schedule if done within the parameters set by Dr. Davis. We are hopeful that this will streamline the process and that it will reduce travel time and expense for the examinees and allow for a more even flow of new ministerial appointments throughout the year. 
The Conference office will hold four psychological dates for 2010, they are as follows:

2010
March 13: Columbia

May 7: Columbia

July 10: Columbia

October 1: Columbia

We are doing two Friday dates and two Saturday dates.  Candidates can register for these test days in Columbia by contacting Jenny Gragg at the Conference Office, toll free 877-736-1806 ext 213, at least a week in advance.  Upon registration, candidates will receive further details about the exact time and location, and what they will need to bring to the test site.  All Columbia test dates will be held at the Conference office from 9AM until 2 PM with a sandwich tray provided for a short lunch break.  

After the tests are scored and the references are returned, the candidate will meet with one of our Conference Ministerial Assessment Specialists for a 1-2 hour consultation.  After this consultation, a report will be issued and sent to the District Office for review by the District Committee on Ordained Ministry (if a candidate for certification) or the Board of Ordained Ministry (if a candidate for full connection.)
